(II1) ON THE GENUS 7RICHOPTILUS, AND NOTES ON
PLATYPTILIA RHODODACTYLA AND OIDAEMA-
TOPHORUS LITHODACTYLUS

Genus Trichoptilus WALSINGHAM, 1880

Of the genus ZTrichoptilus so far three species occur in Japan, including
Formosa and the Mandate South-Sea Islands, of which one is described here as

a new species.

1. Trichoptilus defectalis (WALKER), 1864
Habitat : Formosa, Marianne Isls. (Saipan), Palau Isls. (Peliliou).
2. Trichoptilus waklberg: (ZELLER), 1852
= Oxyptilus kinbane MATSUMURA, 1931, Syn. nov.
Habitat: Japan (Honshu, Kyiishi, Amakusa Isls.,, Tsushima Isls.), Formosa,
S. Manchuria (Antung).

3. ZTrichoptilus esakii HoR1, sp. nov.

Male. Body and wings light brown. Head light brown, frons and vertex
sprinkled with white scales ventral edge of the frons whitish; 1st segment of
palpi white, 2nd and 3rd segments white as well except for the light brown outer
side of each segment. Eyes blackish brown. Antennae dark brown, dotted with
white above.

Thorax light brown, posterior ends of the patagia and mesothorax white,
metathorax and ventral surface of the whole thoracic segments entirely white.
Fore legs white, frontal surface of the coxa light brown, femur, tibia and tarsus
streaked with blackish brown. Mid-legs white, streaked with blackish brown
exteriorly from base to tip. Hind legs white, dorsal surface of the tibia with
two longitudinal blackish brown streaks, spurs white, streaked with blackish
brown, 1st tarsal segment blackish brown above, other tarsal segments brownish
at each end.

Fore wings light brown, little darker at costa and lighter at hind margin,

especially pronounced near the base, which is almost white; with a discocellular
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white dot; forked at far before the middle, 1st lobe little darker than the 2nd
lobe. Fringes on the costal margin of the 1st lobe datk brown, with broad
white portions at the middle, and between the middle and ‘the apex, the latter
portion is one half of the former in width. 'Fringes on the cleft on each lobe
dark brown, containing some whitish and dark brownish hairs, with a broad
tuft of white hairs a little before the middle of each lobe, and a smaller one
beyond this; 1st lobe with a similar tuft before the apex. Fringes on the hind
margin of the 2nd lobe dark brown, containing black scales, with broad tufts of
white hairs on each at the base, before the middle and before the apex, of
which the basal two are preceded by a pencil of black hairs. Hind wings
cleft from about % from the base and near the base respectively, each segment
linear; dark reddish brown, fringes dark brown, 3rd segment with a tuft of
black scales little heyond the middle of the hind margin and scattered with
white hairy scales on the dorsal side from the base to the apex, fringes at the
apex of the 3rd segment whitish.

Abdomen light brownish white, basal two segments almost white; with a
light brownish dorsal line, which is moderately broad; subdorsal lines blackish
brown, followed by a broad light brownish stripe on each outer side; two
paraillel light brownish stripes on the ventral surface, with a black spot near
each inner angle between these stripes and the posterior margin of each
abdominal segment.

Body length: 6.5 mm. Expansion 14 mm.

Habitat: Yaeyama Group, Ryilkyli (Loochoo) Islands (Ishigakijima,
Yonakunjima). '

Holotype, male, Shika, Ishigakijima, Rytkyd Isls., July 13, 1934 (Professor
Teiso Esaki); paratype, male, Sonai, Yonakunjima, Rylkya Isls., July 4, 1934
(Professor Teiso Esakr).

Types are preserved in the Entomologicol Laboratory, Department of
Agriculture, KyOshi Imperial University, Fukuoka.

This interesting species is named in honour of the collector, Professor Teiso
Esaki, to whom I am indebted for his great help during the present study.

Trichoptilus esakii somewhat resembles 7. siceliota ZELLER, (S. Europe), differing
however from the latter in the details of the coloration and in the presence of

the black scale tufts on the dorsal side of the hind wings.
