After relocation of the science-re-
lated faculties to the third floor in October 2015, it used to be an area for the Faculty
of Mathematics and was remodeled. The whole building is now used as a library space
since April 2016. In October 2018, with the completion of the campus relocation, it
was renamed the "Science and Technology Library" once again, and became a source
for a comprehensive collection of materials on natural sciences.
