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In February 2024, the Cabinet Office announced the “Basic Policy on Promoting
Open Access to Publicly Funded Scholarly Publications and Scientific Data” *
Immediate Open Access (0A)™ to research outputs (peer-reviewed academic

papers and evidence data) funded by grants such as KAKENHI will be mandatory
for newly solicited projects starting in FY 2025.
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Under the policy, Kyushu University considers enhancing our support for
researchers in terms of Open Access (OA)*x activities and promotion of their
research outputs.

Kyushu University Library is going to conduct a survey whose purpose is
understanding what KU researchers need and how much they recognize OA
policies.

(papers, data, etc.) openly accessible via their institutional repository,
etc., immediately after their work is published in academic journals starting
from applications filed in the 2025 financial year (FY2025).
